It is easy to let up on the spiritual program of action and rest on our laurels. We are headed for trouble if we do, for alcohol is a subtle foe. We are not cured of alcoholism.  What we really have is a daily reprieve contingent on the maintenance of our spiritual condition.

For if an alcoholic failed to perfect and enlarge his spiritual life through work and self-sacrifice for others, he could not survive the certain trials and low spots ahead.

Make right turn at next light (Pitman-Downer Rd). Go 3 miles to stop sign. Turn left at stop sign.. Turn right on to Delsea Drive(Rt. 47), at 3rd traffic light (7.3miles) turn left onto Lambs Rd. (Rt. 635). Go 0.8mi. Cathedral on right.

From Philadelphia - Take Rt. 76 east to the Watt Whitman bridge - follow signs for Atlantic City to Rt. 42 south. Take Rt. 55 South to exit 53A (Rt. 553 south). Take 553 to second traffic light, turn left onto Lambs Rd. (Rt. 635). Cathedral on left 0.3 mi.

From Delaware - Go over Delaware Memorial bridge. Take Rt. 295 north to Rt. 322 east. Take Rt. 322 east to Rt. 55 north. Take 55 to exit 53. Take 553 south toward Pitman turning left at light. Go to 2nd traffic light. Turn left onto Lambs Rd. (Rt 635). Cathedral on left 0.3mi.

From North Jersey - Take the New Jersey Turnpike south to Exit 4 (Rt. 73). Take Rt. 73 north towards Phila/Camden. Take Rt. 295 South following signs to Atlantic City to Rt. 42 south. Take Rt. 42 south to Rt. 55 south to Exit 53A to Rt. 553 south. Take Rt.. 553 to second traffic light, turn left onto Lambs Rd. (Rt. 635). Cathedral on left 0.3mi.
